2011 Queensland Grand Prix

Mark Stokes presented his ideas for a Qld Grand Prix in 2011.

Moved Mark Stokes, seconded Allan Menham:

That the CAQ will run a Qld Participation Grand Prix in 2011 with total prize money of $1 500.

Passed unanimously.

6.2
That any affiliated Club in Queensland conducting a recognized Grand Prix Tournament from 2011 on be granted a subsidy by the Chess Association of Queensland Inc of an amount of $250 per Grand Prix Tournament to assist in the costs of conducting a Grand Prix Tournament, provided the affiliated club has conducted at least one Grand Prix Tournament in 2010 and 2009.

That any affiliated club of the CAQ be granted a subsidy of $400 towards the cost of conducting its first Grand Prix event.

Withdrawn by Allan Menham, as this is covered by a CAQ By-Law.

Moved Allan Menham, seconded Mark Stokes:

That any affiliated club conducting a 2012 Qld Championship qualifying regional final event not be charged any CAQ fees for conducting the event.

Passed unanimously.

6.5
That in the coming events section of the CAQ website, rated and unrated events be shown together and not shown separately as exists at present.

Moved Allan Menham, seconded Mark Stokes:

That when the CAQ constitution is next reviewed, consideration be given to an amendment to the constitution to make it a requirement that items for discussion at an Annual General Meeting must be submitted to the Secretary at least seven days before the Annual General Meeting so the items can be circulated to members for information.

That the CAQ support all CAQ AFFILATED CLUBS with a subsidy of $250 for each Grand Prix Event a CAQ AFFILATED CLUB runs in 2011, to a maximum of $500 per year per Club.

That the CAQ pay 50% of the Australian Grand Prix fees, not including late fees, for events held by affiliated Clubs in 2011.

That if a member of a Regional Club is elected or appointed to the position of Regional Liaison Officer,          kilometreage at 20 cents per kilometre be paid from his or her place of residence to and from Brisbane for attendance at Council Meetings, or some other payment made which would cover their out of pocket expenses in attending.
