New CAQ By-Laws


Moved by Patrick Byrom, seconded by Jim Rogers :


That the following be added to the CAQ By-Laws:


If a player has played less than half of the games in a club tournament played over a number of weeks, and 
the club has not collected a CAQ membership fee from the player, then the club will automatically be 
granted a waiver of the player's CAQ membership fee.  This waiver can only be claimed once for a 
particular player per club.


The following fees may be varied, depending on the event and the hirer.


That the fees for hiring CAQ equipment for non-club events be:


Hire Fee:

$2.00 for each board and set, and $10 for each digital clock;


Refundable Bond:
$5.00 for each board and set, and $30 for each digital clock.

 


That the following clubs be included as Regional Clubs whenever the matter of Regional and Non Regional 
Clubs is considered: Bundaberg, Maryborough, Suncoast, Toowoomba, Townsville, Gladstone.


For the purpose of determining a quorum in Section 20.4, a delegate is counted as if they are present in 
person or by proxy.
