

MINUTES OF COUNCIL MEETING

The Chairman declared the meeting open at 7.20pm.

ITEM 1 - ACCEPTANCE OF THE MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
Moved B. Thomas, seconded J. Surridge that the minutes from the previous meeting be accepted. Carried.
ITEM 2 - BUSINESS ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES
2.1 DoP Course

5.2 Swiss Sys upgrade

Moved P. Byrom, seconded I. Murray, that CAQ purchase an upgrade of Swiss Sys from v3.2 to v7, at a cost of $75.18, for Redcliffe Chess Club. Carried.
5.3 Affiliation Fee Increase

The following email decision was ratified without objection:

Moved G. Young, that the CAQ increase affiliation fees to $70 per annum, commencing on 1st October 2007. Motion failed.
5.4 Conditional Waiver of CAQ Administration Fees
The following email decision was ratified without objection:

Moved I. Murray, seconded P. Byrom:


While every reasonable effort should be made to collect all monies due, it is recognised that in club tournaments played over a number of weeks some players do not play in every round and at times entry fees are inadvertently uncollected.

If the club attests that the entry fee payable for entry into a club tournament played over a number of weeks was not paid by any individual player, the CAQ administration fee for that player (but not the ACF administration fee) shall be waived and CAQ membership, if the player is not a current member, shall not be required.

ITEM 6 - GENERAL BUSINESS
6.1 Blue Card
Moved G. Young seconded B. Thomas, that CAQ recommends to all CAQ Council members and committee members of CAQ affiliated clubs, that they be issued with Blue Card from the Commission for Children and Young People. Carried.
6.2 School Holiday Activities
G. Young raised the possibility of running chess events for children at public libraries during school holidays. J. Surridge and G. Young to follow up the feasibility of this idea.
6.3 Underwriting of Inaugural Events

Moved G. Young, seconded J. Surridge, that the CAQ policy of underwriting inaugural tournaments have an additional condition: applications must be submitted no less than 6 months before the event. Motion failed.
6.4 Corporate Image

J. Surridge submitted some ideas for a new logo and corporate letterhead. Council provided feedback on colour schemes etc, and J. Surridge to revisit the designs to take onboard the suggestions.

6.5 Darling Downs Gold Cup Tournament
G. Gray to contact Brian Jones, Grand Prix Coordinator, as a first step in determining if the DDGC is actually a Grand Prix event as advertised.

6.6 Council Nominations

B. Thomas reminded Council that nominations for the 2008 Council would need to be submitted by November 10th.
