Special Business

6.1
New FIDE Rules

The new FIDE Laws of Chess will come in force on July 1, 2009.  The Council noted that some of these are significantly different from the current Laws.

The major change is that, after July 1, 2009, any event played under the FIDE Laws of Chess which does not specify a forfeit time automatically has a forfeit time of zero minutes.  CAQ recommends that every event should specify its forfeit time, preferably on the entry form.  The CAQ recommended time is 30 minutes.

Moved by Jim Rogers, seconded by Gail Young:

That for all CAQ events that begin after June 30, 2009, the forfeiture time will be 30 minutes after the start of the session.


Passed unanimously.

The ACF has also specified forfeit times for its events after July 1, 2009.

The following table summarises the new forfeit times after July 1, 2009:

The other major change is that a player is forbidden to have a mobile phone or other electronic means of communication in the playing venue without the permission of the arbiter, unless they are completely switched off.  If any such device produces a sound, the player shall lose the game.  

Concerns about this rule, and the current mobile phone rule, were raised at the meeting.  But it was considered that the rule would not cause a serious problem in practice.
