6.5     Update on 2017 Australian Open and 2017 Australian Junior Championships.


Andrew updated on the organistion of the Australian Open and Australian Junior Championships. Both events are coming together well and entries are beginning to come in via the Gardiner Chess payment system. Accommodation at Churchie has unfortunately fallen through due to maintenance works in boarding houses and the on-site kitchen. Other accommodation options are online, and Oaks Hotels and Apartments are coming back to Andrew with discounted options in the coming week.

Setup of the venue will happen on Thursday 22nd December. Gardiner Chess has offered to sponsor the use of brand new chess sets for the events, whilst clubs around Brisbane and Gold Coast will be asked to lend clocks for the events as needed.

To ensure good accounting practices, Jim Rogers will look to setup 2 new bank accounts (1 for each event) which will be used for the events. The same signatories as 6.4 will be utilized.

Invitee Scott Dullaway was asked to speak to the council regarding the ground work he had put into the idea of running the Ocean Youth Championships in Brisbane in 2017. Discussion revolved around the level of support needed – which would be substantial – and the availability of council members to assist with this in 2017. Due to concerns about the work already going into the Australian Open and Juniors, and various other timelines, it was agreed that the CAQ would not be interested in organizing this event in 2017. It was agreed that Mark Stokes would let Oceania president, Paul Spiller know and that this event be offered to other states and bodies.
