3.1    Chairman’s report

ITEM 6 – GENERAL BUSINESS
6.1
Update on organization of 2015 Queensland Championship and Reserves 
Andrew Fitzpatrick advised that there was now a flyer on the CAQ website calling for entries in the Reserves Championship (restricted to players rated 1700 and below) to be held on 11 and 12 July 2015 at Nudgee College. Arrangements for the Queensland Championship, to be held between 1 and 5 October 2015, would be discussed further at the next meeting.

2015 calendar of CAQ events
The meeting noted that the calendar of events on the CAQ website has now been updated. This gives effect to the decision taken at the last meeting to remove several weekenders for which organisers had not provided confirmation that the event would proceed.   
6.3   Update on possible FIDE arbiter training course

Andrew Fitzpatrick advised that the tentative date for the FIDE arbiter training course is 30 September and 1 October 2015.  N.Y.Wong, an accredited FIDE arbiter lecturer, has offered to run the course in Queensland for free, provided his travel and accommodation expenses are met. Approval to run the course is being sought from FIDE.  Expressions of interest in participating in the course are being called for on the CAQ website.

6.4   Proposal from Heather Richards to re-develop CAQ website
Moved by Jim Rogers, seconded by Andrew Fitzpatrick that Heather Richards’ proposal to re-develop the CAQ website be accepted.  Passed unanimously.


















6.5   QWCL Womens’ and Girls’ Annual Championships
The QWCL Womens’ and Girls’ Championships will be held this year, as in the past, as separate tournaments, on 29 and 30 August 2015. Andrew Fitzpatrick suggested at the last meeting that it might be better, from the point of view of the number of participants and the costs involved, to hold these championships in future years in conjunction with the Queensland Championship and the Queensland Juniors’ Championship, rather than as separate events. It was agreed that Andrew Fitzpatrick, Gail Young and Heather Richards would to conduct a survey of female players in Queensland to ascertain their attitude to the proposal before considering the matter again at the next meeting.  Gail Young noted, following a conversation with Patrick Byrom that, since 1980, the Womens’ and Girls’ Championships have not been CAQ events.
6.6    Revision of CAQ by – laws
Michael D’Arcy advised the meeting that he is undertaking a revision of the CAQ by-laws and will report further on progress at the next  meeting.
