ITEM 1 – ACCEPTANCE OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS COUNCIL MEETING

Moved by Mark Stokes, seconded by Andrew Fitzpatrick that the minutes of the previous meeting be accepted (with an amendment to show the minutes being signed by the Chairman).  Passed unanimously.

ITEM 3 – REPORTS

3.1    Chairman’s report

The Chairman gave a verbal report covering recent developments in Queensland chess - a copy of his subsequent email referring to these developments is attached.

Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer advised the meeting that his report would be emailed to members of Council in the next couple of days. It was agreed to deal with the report by email.

Membership report
The Membership Secretary tabled a report showing CAQ currently has 504 financial members, an increase of 34 members since the last meeting. This is the first time since 2008 that the membership has been above 500.
Moved by Gail Young, seconded by Mark Stokes that the membership report be accepted. Passed unanimously.
ITEM 4 – CORRESPONDENCE
The Chairman referred to an email from Ian Rogers on 24 October 2015 regarding a request to avoid a clash of dates for junior tournaments next year. Rogers is organizing the Jets tournament, which is to be held on 4 to 8 July 2016. The Chairman undertook to advise Rogers that his tournament would not clash with the Queensland State Junior Championships, which are to be held the week before the Jets tournament.

ITEM 6 – GENERAL BUSINESS
6.1
2015 Queensland State Championship 
Andrew Fitzpatrick advised that the Queensland State Championship, held between 1 and 5 October 2015 at the Helensvale Community Centre, was well supported and ran very smoothly. His full report on the Championship is contained in the latest edition of the CAQ newsletter.

2015 Queensland Schools Chess Championships
Andrew Fitzpatrick advised that over 200 players from some 50 schools took part in the finals of the Queensland interschool chess championships held on 17 and 18 October 2015 at Brisbane State High School. Brisbane Grammar School won the Open Secondary and Somerset College won the Open Primary, Girls’ Primary and Girls’ Secondary competitions. Teams from the winning schools will represent Queensland in the national finals in Melbourne in December this year.
6.3  FIDE arbiter training course

Andrew Fitzpatrick advised that the FIDE arbiter training course held in Queensland on 30 September and 1 October 2015 attracted 10 participants, all of whom successfully completed the course.  It was conducted by N.Y.Wong, an International Arbiter and accredited FIDE arbiter lecturer.
6.4     2016 calendar of CAQ events

Andrew Fitzpatrick reported on the current state of the calendar for CAQ events in 2016. He said the calendar will be posted on the revamped CAQ website as soon as it is up and running. 
6.5     Revision of CAQ by – laws
Michael D’Arcy advised the meeting that he is undertaking a revision of the CAQ by-laws and will report further on progress at the next meeting.


6.6      Re-development of CAQ website
Heather Richards reported that re-development of the CAQ website is nearing completion, with final testing now being conducted. It is expected that the new website will be up and running by the end of the year.

2017 Australian Championships and Australian Junior Championships
The Chairman advised that ACF has extended the deadline for submitting bids to hold the 2017 Australian Championships until 22 February 2016. He also referred to the likelihood of Queensland being awarded the opportunity to hold the 2017 Australian Junior Championships should it decide to bid for this event. He said a suitable venue was available, free of charge, for both of these events and that preliminary costings indicated that holding these tournaments was well within CAQ’s financial capability. 
Moved by the Chairman, seconded by Michael D’Arcy that the Council agree, in principle, to submit bids to hold the 2017 Australian Championships and the 2017 Australian Junior Championships. Passed unanimously. 
6.8
2016 Queensland Open

The Chairman undertook to contact the Toowoomba Chess Club to ascertain their interest in holding the 2016 Queensland Open over the May long weekend next year. If Toowoomba decides not to run this event, expressions of interest will be sought from other clubs.

2016 Queensland State Championship
It was agreed that the Queensland State Championship would be held again next year over the October long weekend (29 September to 3 October 2016). The Helensvale venue has been tentatively booked for the tournament.

2016 Queensland Junior State Championships
It was noted that it was Brisbane’s turn to hold the Queensland Junior State Championships next year. The dates for the event are 28 June to 1 July 2016. Matt Gilpin offered to organize the event, with Nudgee College as the likely venue.
Moved by the Chairman, seconded by Tyson Walker that Matt Gilpin be appointed the organizer for the Queensland Junior State Championships in 2016. Passed unanimously. 
6.11   QWCL Womens’ and Girls’ Annual Championships
 Andrew Fitzpatrick advised that, together with Gail Young and Heather Richards, he is drafting a questionnaire in order to survey clubs and their members to ascertain their views on a range of issues relating to chess in Queensland. The survey will also seek the views of female players in Queensland on a proposal to hold the QWCL Women’s and Girls’ Championships in future years in conjunction with the Queensland Championship and the Queensland Juniors’ Championship, rather than as separate events.
